Italian Coffee Culture

Coffee is an integral part of Italian culture and since arriving here over six months ago, | have definitely
drunk a lot of it!

Of course, coffee is also very popular in the UK but coffee culture in Italy is a completely different story. In
Italy, when you order a coffee in a café or bar, you are presented with a tiny, bitter espresso. This is ‘normal
coffee’ for Italians and they are not so keen on the huge coffees that we drink in the UK.

Typically, breakfast in a bar in Italy involves a coffee and a pastry. | have been spoiled for choice with
lovely cafés in the Italian town I’'m living in. These cafés sell a large assortment of delicious pastries — either
simple or filled with cream, chocolate, jam or Nutella — as well as delicious coffee. Cappuccinos are very
popular at breakfast time and, for me, a creamy cappuccino and a pastry full of Nutella is the perfect way to
start the day. I think it’s a nice ritual to head to a bar to grab a coffee and a sweet bun for breakfast before
work and it’s a luxury to take more time to enjoy such a breakfast at the weekend.

Finally, 1 have found that coffee in Italy is so much cheaper than coffee in the UK. Normally, an espresso or
a macchiato (an espresso with some milk) costs around a euro and a cappuccino about €1.50!

Two charter flights brought more than 400 fully
vaccinated South Korean and Japanese passengers from Seoul and Tokyo to the southern resort city of Nha
Trang, Vietnamese media reported. The area is popular with golfers, beach lovers and scuba divers, and boasts
of luxury hotels.

The flights came ahead of Vietnam’s plans to reopen the resort island of Phu Quoc to vaccinated foreign
visitors on 20th November 2021 in hopes to welcome at least 5,000 travellers from all over the world in the
coming months.
